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SUMMARY

One of the earliest researchers of Ukrainian towels as a phenomenon of Ukrainian folk culture
was the renowned art critic, ethnologist, and museologist Yevheniya Yuriyivna Spaska.

In the 1920s, Ye. Spaska wrote her first investigations covering the Chernihivshchyna tradi-
tional art, studied woven, embroidered and painted towels while carrying out field and stationary
(museum) studies.

In the scholar’s personal archives preserved are a fragment of the study Towel in Mode of Life
of Ukrainian Peasantry, records on the Zhytomyr Polissia towels, and a sketchbook — photograph
album of the Kyiv Polissia towel seams.

Learning the artistic fabrics, particularly towels, was pursued by Ye. Spaska in the 1930s; and
prepared a large work Krolevets as a key point of artistic weaving in Ukraine. Of a special sci-
entific value is her general conclusion about the Krolevets towels as a principal range of products
of this known handicraft centre. For the first time in the domestic study of art, Ye. Spaska at-
tempted to undertake the towels’ complex analysis. She gave a serious consideration for arranging
motifs and examining artistic and stylistic features of their ornamental patterns.

Upon a protracted hiatus, while staying in exile, the scholar has recurred to the subject of the
Krolevets weaving and prepared the studies on the trade’s history.

The Yevheniya Spaska scientific heritage is of an outstanding consequence until the present
day. Her works being based on authentic materials are conducive for current art historians to
systematizing and attributing museum collections of towels, as well as constitute a momentous
scientific groundwork for researching the XIXth—XXth-centuries Polissia weaving, a conventional
regional culture.
