TO THE PARTICIPANTS OF THE WEB SEMINAR

Dear participants of the Web Seminar Urgent Issues of Intangible Cultural Heritage:
The Example of Ukraine! On behalf of humanitarian scientists of Ukraine, I am pleased
to congratulate you on this scientific event — holding, within the framework of Ukrainian-
Turkish scientific cooperation, a professional discussion of the problems of protection of
intangible cultural heritage in accordance with the provisions of the UNESCO International
Convention (2003), primarily in the format of exchanging experience and real achievements
of our countries in this important cultural and protection area.

The problems of culture acquire an important geopolitical sound under modern conditions.
Therefore, it is not by chance that the measures of international cultural and protection
organizations and the internal cultural policy of the leading states of the world give priority
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to the issue of supporting national cultures, the formation of state programs for the detection,
study and popularization of national cultural property. Such approaches correspond to the
modern criteria and recommendations of UNESCO to the participating states regarding the
preservation of ethnic culture and at the same time are a reflection of world trends towards
the growing importance of cultural factors in the civilizational progress of the mankind.
Representatives of the Ukrainian scientific community develop numerous projects for the
preservation of cultural diversity, hold specialized conferences and round tables, implement
fundamental research programs, create an appropriate legal base for the protection of cultural
heritage, form the National List of the Elements of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of
Ukraine, including (as of 01.09. 2020) 26 elements of the ICH.

The project Ethnographic Image of Modern Ukraine. Corpus of Folklore and Ethnographic
Materials (in 10 volumes) has become a demonstrative example of the implementation of
large-scale, nationwide importance, the monument protection research initiated by M. Rylskyi
Institute of Art Studies, Folkloristics and Ethnology. Its purpose is to clarify and represent
within the entire Ukraine the modern state of preservation and functioning of ethnic culture
as an important factor in ethno-identification processes under new geopolitical, educational
and informational conditions and under the influence of active migration movements and
intensification of inter-ethnic contacts; the formation of a powerful source base of information,
photo and video materials, which will serve as the basis of scientific studies for modern and
future researchers, enable consideration of ethnocultural phenomena in a long historical
retrospective.

The narratives of this fundamental multi-volume work, recorded from more than 8,000
respondents, amount to about 6,000 pages of texts, supplemented by several thousand color
and black-and-white photographs, which visualize the entire mosaic of the material and
spiritual world of the Ukrainian people. There is no doubt that this work of Ukrainian
scientists will serve as a good basis for ethnographic and linguistic atlases, ethnographic
databases, an electronic linguistic archive (based on spoken (living) texts), etc.

A large-scale military invasion of Russia to Ukraine has caused and continues to cause
irreparable human casualties and the destruction of the economy, ecology and cultural
monuments (as of September 6, UNESCO has fixed the destruction or damage of 186 objects
of cultural heritage of Ukraine).

The problem of international collaboration, joining efforts in the field of monument
protection has become urgent taking into account this dramatic social reality, which is a
threat to the existence of Ukraine and Ukrainians, and at the same time an unprecedented
challenge to the safety of all humanity and its cultural heritage. Therefore, the current
joint Ukrainian-Turkish online conference, proposed by prof. Ilcal, the founder and director
of the Association of Institutions of Turkey, dealing with the problems of protection and
preservation of cultural heritage, is very timely and important event.

The Turkish scientists have accumulated significant legal, theoretical and practical
experience in the protection of intangible cultural heritage. 17 elements of the ICH are
included in the Representative List of UNESCO (from 2008 to 2018). These are, in particular,
ritual dances of dervishes, characters of the traditional puppet theater Karagdz, traditional
holiday Nowruz, rituals of Alevi Bektash, traditional Turkish musical instruments, Turkish
epos Dede-Korkut, making a Turkish coffee, art “on water” — “ebru” etc.

Scientific relations of the M. Rylskyi Institute of Art Studies, Folkloristics and Ethnology
of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine with Turkish colleagues, in particular
the National Commission of Turkey for UNESCO affairs, headed by prof. Dr. Ocal Oguz
have a fruitful tradition, confirmed with a number of joint Ukrainian-Turkish editions and
international projects, including a special issue of the journal Folk Art and Ethnology:
Turkish Folklore (no. 5, 2010), a part in the comprehensive two-volume edition Modern
Foreign Ethnology (2010) (editor-in-chief is the academician of the NAS of Ukraine H.
A. Skrypnyk). The President of the National Commission of Turkey for UNESCO affairs
O. Oguz is also the chairman of the Expert Committee on Intangible Cultural Heritage, a
member of many national and international organizations in the field of folk culture, the
editor-in-chief of the magazine Millo Folklor (National Folklore) (Ankara, Turkey). He is
known also as the founder of the Institute of Turkish Folklore at Gazi University, organizer
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of two museums of intangible cultural heritage — at Gazi University and the Research Center
of Turkish Folklore in Ankara. Recent electronic published works of the Turkish National
Commission for UNESCO affairs include UNESCO World Heritage in Turkey (2019) and
The Future of Intangible Cultural Heritage: Experience of Turkey.

Professor, Dr. Ocal Oguz appreciates approvingly the activities of Ukrainian colleagues
in the protection of cultural heritage, supports the topic of monitoring the destruction of
cultural monuments as a result of the barbaric actions of the Russian Federation, which has
been started and defined by the IASFE as a priority area of research.

I hope that the current Web Seminar will draw attention of European scientists to the
strengthening of our joint efforts to stop the destructive military actions of the Russian
aggressor, to protect and preserve Ukrainian cultural heritage as an important component of
modern world cultural and artistic heritage.

I would like to thank the initiators of the Web Seminar — professor Ilcal (Turkey) and
professor O. Mykytenko (Ukraine) — and wish sincerely its participants success in the work.
