Information and Communication Segment of Russian Hybrid War against
Ukraine in 2014-2023: Propaganda (the State of Ukrainian Research)

The purpose of the article is to analyze the state of Ukrainian researchers’ studies
of the problem of propaganda as a component of the information and communication
segment of the hybrid war of the Russian Federation against Ukraine in 2014-2023,
to identify gaps and promising areas for further studying this topic. Research meth-
odology: the author used the methods of general scientific analysis and synthesis and
special methods: typologization (contributed to the grouping of publications by the sub-
ject area of the study) and structural and functional (provided an opportunity to study
specific areas of study of the problem as structural elements of a single phenomenon —
the information and communication segment of the hybrid war of the Russian Fed-
eration against Ukraine in 2014-2023). The scientific novelty is to determine the main
directions and the state of research conducted by Ukrainian scholars, of the Russian-
Ukrainian information confrontation of 2014-2023 in terms of propaganda and, on this
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basis, to identify gaps and outline prospects for further study of the problem. Con-
clusions. The analysis of the study of propaganda as a component of the information
and communication segment of the Russian Federation’s hybrid war against Ukraine
in 2014-2023 proves that this problem has become a separate area of Ukrainian schol-
ars’ research and has its own specifics. From 2014 until the beginning of Russia’s full-
scale military aggression against Ukraine on February 24, 2022, Ukrainian researchers
intensively developed theoretical aspects of the problem and practical issues of legal,
psychological, sociological, communication and technological, artistic, philosophical
and anthropological nature, debunked pseudo-historical Russian rhetoric, determined
the role of the media in spreading hostile propaganda content, analyzed individual
cases and comprehended the tasks of countering information aggression in the context
of Ukraine’s national security. The military realities of 2022-2023 led to a deepening
of studies in the direction of generalizations and increased attention to the essential
aspects of the aggressor country’s propaganda activities. A new direction in the problem
study has emerged — public-diplomatic one. Altogether the researchers pay little atten-
tion to the segment of rhetoric created by pseudo historical propaganda. Intensified
efforts are needed to address this issue in the context of international communications.
The gap in the study of the problem is the study of the Kremlin’s propaganda influence
on the minds of people in other countries called to justify Russian aggression against
Ukraine in general and to deny the atrocities of the Russians on the occupied Ukrainian
lands. Further study of the Russian information aggression against our country as part
of the hybrid war of 2014-2023 requires filling in the gaps and increasing the number
of research cases in general.
