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it are outlawed and have no influence on the public life of any country. This is equally applicable
to Ukraine where Nazi ideology is officially banned.

So how did V. Putin and his messengers come up with this maniacal idea about Ukraine? One can
assume that they just used the peculiarities of the Russian language where the words nazism
(Rus. Haum3M, /natsizm/) and nation (Rus. Hauus, /natsiya/) have the same root and sound sim-
ilarly. In contrast, in English, these terms are not only spelt differently — nazism and nation but
also have different etymology.

The first is an abbreviation of the German word nationalsozialismus (national socialism), whereas
the second one is derived from the Latin word natus (birth). Moreover, in European languages,
the terms nation, national, and nationality have no ethnic coloring, but refer to the association
with a certain country.

However, the neo-fuhrer of the modern fascist-like Russian state, V. Putin, used this similar sounding
for distorting the whole conceptualization: in his interpretation false pretense of denazification and
destroying Nazi ideology and practice, that just do not exist in Ukraine, is exploited to deprive Ukraine
of its national identity and the desire to build a strong, independent, self-sustained state. After all,
based on Putin’s historically-ethnographic cliches, Ukrainians do not exist as a separate nation, but
rather represent a mere ethnic group along with Belarusians in a single “Russian people”.

What is more, these cliches were not invented by Putin. After all, the attempts of Ukrainians to present
themselves as a separate ethnicity were persecuted almost immediately after infamous agreements
between the Ukrainian Hetmanate and Tsardom of Russia reached by the Pereyaslav Council in 1654,
regardless of how Russians-led state was called - Muscovy, Russian Empire, the USSR, or the Rus-
sian Federation. Suffice it to mention such legislative acts of the imperial times, as the 1783 Decree
passed by Catherine II on the enslaving of residents of Left-Bank Ukraine and Slobozhanshchyna,
1863 Valuev Circular on the ban of Ukrainian in the publishing activities or 1876 Ems Decree passed
by Alexander II on the complete elimination of the Ukrainian language from the cultural sphere.

In the Soviet era, the denial of anything Ukrainian took place under the slogan of the fight against
Ukrainian bourgeois nationalism, when people were shot, sent to Gulag labor camps or mental
care facilities for any attempts to identify themselves as Ukrainians. Here, another related and
similarly sounding word appears - nationalism (Rus. HaywoHann3m, /natsionalizm/), i.e., the
ideology which recognizes the primacy of the nation in the state-building process. Nationalism is

based on the national idea, but contrary to nazism, it does not presuppose oppression or violation
of rights of other nations but promotes their equal participation in the state-building processes.
Most modern European states are essentially national, as they were shaped around a certain
more numerous nation. Therefore, communist ideology added to the word nationalism an adjec-
tive bourgeois to create a more negative connotation.

Our northeast neighbor headed by neo-Fuhrer Putler keeps organically refusing to perceive
Ukraine, denying Ukraine its right to exist as an independent state, and its people as a state-
building nation. This is why Putin’s demand concerning denazification means only one thing:
admit that you do not and should not exist. In other words, say that you are not you, and you
have no name. We cannot agree to that, and this leaves us little chance for a compromise.

The matter of how to call a war unleashed by Putinist Russia is sometimes disputed. Some
suggest calling it “Patriotic War”, others - “National Liberation War”. However, perhaps it would
be better to call it the “Fight for Ukraine”.

Hi everybody!

My name is Yaroslav Shuba. I am scientist from Ukraine working in the Institute of Physiology
of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine, which is located in Ukraine’s capital Kyiv. I am
sitting in front of the setup which is used to study the basic properties of life, namely, how cells of
our body generate and process electrical signals. There is nobody around in this lab, even though
just 1.5 months ago this was a very busy place full of young scientists taking turns to do their
experiments on this setup.

So, why it is empty now? The answer is simple. Because it is not safe here. Ironically, the place to
study processes of life appeared under threat of deadly bombardment. Just couple of kilometers
from here, in the Kyiv’s suburbs brave Ukrainian military unshakably resist constant attacks of
Russian invaders who try to capture Kyiv. From this place the sound of explosions can be heard,
and from time to time air raid sirens go off.

The Ukrainian science is basically put on hold now. But it is by far not the only victim of Russia’s
invasion. The damn Russian “liberators” turn Ukrainian cities into “"scorched earth” trying to lib-
erate Ukraine whom do you think from - from us, Ukrainians. Without even formally trying to
find the reason fro declaring war on us they call their invasion “limited military operation” under
false pretenses of “denazification” and “demilitarization” of Ukraine. But in reality it is Russians
and their neo-fuhrer Putin who act as real nazists. If to call things their real names Russia simply
wants to impose its will onto free nations and establish world hegemony under Nazis slogan of
Final Solution to the Ukrainian Question. For Ukraine it means elimination of its statehood, for
part of Ukrainian people simple extermination whilst for another part elimination of their national
identity and for the Free World Russia’s dominance in international relationships.

Instead of providing positive example of successful economical and social development Russia opted
to use military force and even nuclear blackmail to take revenge for the defeat in the cold war, regain
influence in the world and restore territorial boundaries of the former Soviet Union.

With this my message I want to call for
world governments not to be afraid of Putin’s blackmail, and in addition to painful economic sanc-
tions timely provide brave Ukrainians with all necessary modern weaponries and even consider
opening of the second battle front. In 1940s not a single nation could resist that time predator,
Nazi Germany, and only formation of an alliance fighting on two fronts helped defeating German
Nazism.

For general world public I call to provide humanitarian aid to Ukrainians and keep pressuring their
governments for decisive actions.

And for world’s scientific community I call for to cut all relationships with official Russian science
and individual scientists supporting Russia’s policies.

Together we will prevail! Glory to Ukraine and glory to all people of good will!
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
