A highlight of this year’s Shevchenkiana was
the Solemn Academy “Shevchenko Beyond
Space and Time” (Fig. 1), organized at Danylo
Halytsky Lviv National Medical University by
the Medical Commission of the Shevchenko
Scientific Society.

The meeting began with a moment of silence
to honor the memory of the heroes who
gave their lives for Ukraine’s freedom and
independence, followed by gratitude to the
Armed Forces of Ukraine.

Professor Zoriana Masna, Chair of the SSS
Medical Commission, addressed the audience
with a welcome speech, noting that every
nation had a unique figure in its history—
majestic and close at once, unmatched and
incomprehensible, a manifestation of the
national soul. Such a figure rises beyond
space, and time has no power over them.

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For the Ukrainian people, that figure is Taras
Shevchenko, who is honored as the Ukrainian
Prophet and Moses, a genius and giant of the
Spirit.

Professor Orest Chemerys, University Rector,
emphasized how critical such ceremonies are in
our challenging times and how symbolic it is that
they gather full halls. Shevchenko’s works inspire
resistance, help defend the Ukrainian people’s
national values, and affirm their European choice.

Academician Roman Kushnir, Chair of the SSS,
elaborated on the influence of the prominent
figure of the Kobzar, his creative legacy on the
worldview of the Ukrainian people, and the
history of the Ukrainian Shevchenko Scientific
Society. The Society has been carrying out
its educational and nation-building activities
for over 150 years, with each commission
and branch making a significant contribution
to preserving the ideas and views of this
excellent Ukrainian and passing them on to
future generations (Fig. 2).

Professor Tetiana Yeshchenko, Head of
the Department of Ukrainian Studies
and Philosophy at the University, shared
her perspective on the influence of Taras
Shevchenko and his work on the soul of the
Ukrainian nation in her lecture “Shevchenko—
Architect of the Ukrainian Spirit,” dedicated
to Ukrainians of occupied Donetsk (Fig. 8).
Shevchenko’s word carries deep meaning,
and the “Kobzar” is often called the Bible,
a spiritual code of Ukrainians. Shevchenko
foresaw through time, predicting the war with
the moscow aggressor, inspiring descendants
to fight, formulating a code of national dignity,
and shaping the archetype of the warrior hero.

The national spirit, sacrifice, courage, and
Cossack glory are what we see today in each of
our defenders. We hear his words echo in the
voices of leaders, see his image in artworks
and symbols of resistance... His immortal
lines—"Fight and you shall overcome!” and
“Break your chains!”—are the national code
of freedom that drives the struggle for the

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right to be oneself, to speak Ukrainian, to
remember one’s history, and to rise again and
again against tyranny.

Years and centuries pass, but the sharpness
and strength of Shevchenko’s words remain
alive. The lines of the “Kobzar” touch the soul
with their simplicity, wisdom, sincerity, and
profound meaning. They sound like music in
the heart...

How can we comprehend his phenomenon and
grasp his multifaceted nature?

The symphony of Shevchenko’s “Kobzar” was
revealed in a new light during the presentation
by Ilko LEMKO, a historian by education and,
by calling, a Lviv expert, writer, and musician

(Fig. 3).

Hidden symbols, apt allegories, and fateful
prophecies—the full scope and accuracy we
could grasp only decades after the great artist’s

death—left no one indifferent. Attendees
learned how Shevchenko’s iconic characters
often bore the names of his mother, his
beloved younger sister, or his first love. They
discovered which prominent historical figures
were glorified in Shevchenko’s works and who
received only the poet’s disdain. The difficult
years of serfdom, military service, exile, and
brief periods of freedom—each phase of his
life was reflected in his poetry, paintings,
sculpture, or prose. Although Shevchenko
never visited Halychyna, he referenced it in
his works, describing the majestic Carpathian
Mountains. Wherever fate led Shevchenko,
the heart of the philosopher, educator, brilliant
thinker, and tireless fighter for Ukraine’s
freedom, always yearned for his homeland.

Shevchenko’s lyric poetry is one of the greatest
mysteries of world literature. It encompasses
a broad thematic and genre range and is
characterized by emotional versatility. In his
verses, the poet managed to convey the soul

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and rich inner world of the ordinary person,
perhaps because one of the ethnic traits of
the Ukrainian people is a love for beauty and
the ability to see the sublime in the ordinary.
Holding their breath, the audience listened
with admiration to the lines of Shevchenko’s
“Lileya,” empathizing with the heroine, and
was stirred by the immortal lines of “The
Caucasus,” as performed by Oleksandra
Humenetska, People’s Artist of Ukraine and
actress of the Maria Zankovetska Theater

It is hard to name another global literary
genius besides Shevchenko, whose poetry
has been extensively transformed into musical
compositions. Without a doubt, he is the
most ‘musical’ poet in world literature, and in
Ukrainian music, the ‘Musical Shevchenkiana’
stands as a powerful and distinct domain.

Thus, attendees had the opportunity to enjoy
“A Conversation with Shevchenko” performed
by the Honored Academic Capella of Ukraine
“Trembita” (Artistic Director and Chief
Conductor—People’s Artist of Ukraine Mykola
Kulyk, Director—Honored Worker of Culture of
Ukraine Mariia Khrystynych).

From the first chords, combined with the
enchanting voices of the soloists, a unique
and magical atmosphere was created—as if
Shevchenko’s words resonated not only from
the stage but also within each listener’s heart.
“The Wild Wind,” “I Do Not Care,” “The Cherry
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Orchard by the House,” and other majestic
pieces captivated the audience. When "“The
Testament” and "“The Dnipro Roars and
Groans” were performed, the entire everyone
stood up on their feet as one, honoring the
memory of the great patriot of the Ukrainian
people.

Employees of the Scientific Library of the
University actively participated in organizing
the Academy by arranging an exhibition in the
auditorium lobby featuring editions of Taras
Shevchenko’s works and publications about
his life and creative journey. Visitors could also
admire a portrait of the Kobzar by Volodymyr
Rybotytskyi, a renowned Ukrainian artist and
member of the National Union of Artists of
Ukraine, who was also present at the event.

The meeting concluded with the joint
performance of the National Anthem of Ukraine
by the Honored Academic Capella “Trembita”
and all those present

The preservation and popularization of
the cultural heritage of Taras Hryhorovych
Shevchenko are especially important for the
Ukrainian people in times of war. The Kobzar’s
work unites us, helps us overcome difficulties,
and inspires pride in our hearts that we are
Ukrainians, the most patriotic nation, forced
to defend the future of all civilized humanity
with weapons in our hands.
