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COMPARATIVE FIQH:
SUBSTANTIVE CHARACTERIZATION

AssTrACT. The article traces how comparative Figh has been formed and, by analyzing
the relevant literature, reveals classical as well as modern traditions of comparative Figh,
and gives a substantive characterization of this discipline identifying its essential elements
and features.

In particular, the author establishes that comparative Figh covers only comparative
investigations into the intra-Islamic traditions of law and legal thought, and comprises a
comparative study of Islamic law schools (Madhabs) and the views of their representatives
both at the macro level and at the micro level. At the macro level, comparison is focused
on texts, systems of ideas of different Madhabs with the aim of determining their
fundamental characteristics, and at the level of microcomparison — on texts, systems of
ideas of individual legal scholars who represent Madhabs to understand their views on one
and the same issue. Comparative Figh should focus on both similarities and differences
between judgments, opinions and testimonies accepted by Madhhabs in general or by their
representatives in particular. A comparative study of Figh, just like Figh proper, consists of
two branches which explore the relevant parts of Figh: 1) comparative Furu Al-Figh (Furu
Al-Figh Al-Muqaran) and 2) comparative Usul Al-Figh (Usul Al-Figh Al-Muqaran). While
the first one may be referred to as comparative Figh in the narrow sense, the second one —
as a comparative theory (and methodology) of Islamic law. These branches of comparative
Figh knowledge are represented in both classical and modern literature. Another branch of
the modern comparative theory of Islamic law claims to be a comparative study of Islamic
legal theories, and not in the sense of principles and methodology of deriving rulings from
the main sources, but in terms of understanding the concept of law.

The author maintains that the development of comparative Figh has made a significant
contribution to the establishment of the comparative law science of Muslim legal scholars,
whose accumulated experience has a special theoretical and methodological significance
for the development of comparative studies into the systems of theoretical law ideas at the
present stage.
