The article deals with the investigation of oneirologic folklore: the
question is the dream recordings of V. Myloradovych issued as a separate
collection, whose content and structure are highly valuable material for
modern researchers. The folk dream book of V. Myloradovych precedes
the descriptions of rituals which accompany birth, wedding, and death, as
it is these events, according to the compiler, that are the most significant
in human life.

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SUMMARY

The earliest records of folk dream interpretations were made in the
late XIXth - early XXth centuries by P. Kulish, P. Chubynskyi, V. Yastrebov
and V. Myloradovych. In particular, the latter published in 1897 the
records of dreams in the edition The Collection of the Kharkiv Historical
and Philological Society titled Rituals and Songs of Lubny District, Poltava
Governorate.

Vasyl Myloradovych was born on 13 January, 1846 in Tokari (now
in Lokhvytsia District, Poltava Region). In 1869, he graduated from the
Kharkiv University, thereafter served as an assistant barrister at the Poltava
District Court, later, up to 1890 — as a magistrate in Lubny District, being
esteemed and well-liked by all the villagers. Having retired, he entirely
devoted himself to researching the Ukrainian folk culture.

The collection Rituals and Songs of Lubny District, Poltava Governorate
consists of 4 principal parts: the initial part is called Birth; the second
one is dedicated to young people, their games, pastimes and songs; the
third - to wedding and wedding songs; and the fourth part - to funeral
rites and songs.

V. Myloradovych, while recording the oneirologic folklore,
marked its role in the context of folk rites. The folk dream book in the
V. Myloradovych-published work precedes the descriptions of rituals
which accompany such vital events as: birth (the moon in one’s dream
foresees the birth of a boy, the star — one of a girl); wedding (thieves are
dreamt prior to wedding); and death (a dream of geese, or doves, flying
away means death).

V. Myloradovych was one of the pioneers in Slavic study of folklore who
has recorded the term folk oneiromancy. He has observed the dependence
of dreams on lunar cycles and days of week, religious holidays, as well
as pointed out the connection of dreams with the prophetic genres of
fortune telling and cursing.

While publishing his own records, V. Myloradovych has drawn
the parallels with the following published sources (Oneirocritica by
Artemidorus Daldianus; Primitive Culture by E. Tylor; and Proceedings
of the Ethnographical-Statistical Expedition to the Western Rus Territory
by P. Chubynskyi).
