A plot of oral non-fairy tale prose quite widespread in Ukraine is in-
vestigated in the article. It applies to a sacred object (church) that is «sink-
ing under the ground» as a result of violation of ritual behavior or ethical
norms. Such plot has been recorded in 1929 among Ukrainian Jewry of
Eastern Volhynia - Zhytomyr region. During a Jewish funeral ceremony
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the villagers are making fun of its participants, and in retaliation, a tzadik
from the town of Dubno has read a prayer of curse and the church sinks
under the ground together with people, disappearing there. Only the toll-
ing church bell can be heard from there sometimes. Folklore texts con-
taining a plot of this kind have been recorded and studied by collectors
and scholars of oral prose of the 19th - 20th centuries. These samples are
used as a material to consider a conflict between a sacral and a profane.
As a result, a sacred object (church) is sinking under the ground (into
the «underworld»). This is an international plot with a mythological and
«book» basis. The phenomenon of contamination of the motifs of Jewish
folk tales and Ukrainian oral non-fairy tale prose (legends) is observed in
the text of this folklore legend, attributed by a Jewish narrator as The Tale
of One So Called Tzadik.

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SUMMARY

A tale on a church gone under ground as a result of violation of ritual
behavior or blasphemy is quite common in Ukrainian folk prose. A plot
of this kind is also recorded in 1929 among Ukrainian Jewry of Eastern
Volhynia - Zhytomyr region. This event has become a consequence
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of disrespect shown to a dead tzadik by local villagers during a Jewish
funeral ceremony.

Folklore tale texts about towns, monasteries and churches disappearing
under the ground have been recorded by folklore collectors during the
19th -20th centuries, including M. Sumtsov, V. Peretz, N. Savushkina,
L. Vorontsova, A. Kulagina, O. Panchenko and others, whose works are
devoted to their functional attribution. These texts have become a material
for studies of a conflict between the sacral and the profane, resulting in
the relocation of a sacred object (church) into the «underworld». As a
rule, this conflict occurs between the oppositions «baptized - unholy»,
«one of us — alien». The scholars ascertain the internationality of the text
of «sinkhole» tales, and point out the mythological and «book» basis of
folk legends with a plot mentioned above. The text of the legend analyzed
in this article, attributed by a Jewish narrator as The Tale of One So-Called
Tzadik, includes contaminating motifs of Ukrainian and Jewish folk prose
(the motif of punishment for blasphemy, typical for Jewish fairy tales; the
motif of sacred objects disappearing under the ground or under water,
typical for Ukrainian legends). In the analyzed text the reason for the
church disappearance is a prayer of curse read by a tzadik from Dubno,
which is a magic act that cannot be comprehended without immersing
oneselfinto the world of Jewish folk religion. Numerous scholars have used
this topic, namely Joshua Trachtenberg (Jewish Magic and Superstition,
1939), Moshe Idel (Hasidism: Between Ecstasy and Magic, 1995), Gideon
Bohak (Ancient Jewish Magic: A History, 2008). A study by the Ukrainian
scholar Thor Turov, The Teaching by the Founders of Hasidism about the
Power of Tzadiks: Mysticism and Realities of This World (2019), is also
important.

Folklore tale plots and motifs conveying the inevitability of punishment
for the desecration of holy places, objects or rites are also recorded by
Jewish collectors of folk prose works kept at the Israel Folk Tale Archive
and published in the Jewish Folk Tales Collection (Yekaterinburg, 2019,
compiled by Dan Ben-Amos and Dov Noy).

A common feature of Ukrainian and Jewish folk prose about
«sinkholes» is the motif of curse (or prayer of curse in the texts of Jewish
origin).
