The article is based on the rich actual material recorded during field
folklore expeditions on the territory of Brahin district in Gomel region.
The peculiarities of the mythological picture of the world of Belarusians,
reflected in the texts of signs, beliefs and mythological stories are
considered. The authoress classifies them by thematic and functional-
semantic groups, denotes regional-local features and significance in the
traditional spiritual culture of the people.

If we are talking about a unique traditional spiritual heritage of
Belarusians, high degree of preservation of authentic texts, peculiarities of
the outlook of our wise ancestors, the Gomel region should be mentioned,
which national culture is an original source of knowledge about the lives
of people, their moral and ethical values, household troubles, family and
domestic relations.

The theme of the harvest is quite relevant for our ancestors, because
families live owing to it. They start to prepare in advance: in the winter
period they notice the weather, prepare seeds, and pacify the natural
elements. So, in the village of Kosachev during the Christmas holidays
they try to predict harvest by the first kutia, and in the village of
Dubrovnoye - by the rich kutia. We have observed kutia also in order to
know the weather in summer and determine the ways to protect the yield
from adverse natural conditions, the choice of crops for planting, the time
of harvesting and preserving the crop.

Well-being in the house, according to our ancestors, has been laid also
at the beginning of the year — on the Christmas. At this time they try to
provoke the pets health for the whole year, and its good offspring, and all
that is useful for the human owner that can be taken from the animal. On
Shrovetide children and young people are sure to ride down the slides, as
they believe that these actions would contribute to a good flax harvest.

Almost all spring holidays are associated with the opportunity to
influence on the vitality, good appearance and health of both humans
and animals. In the Brahin region, and almost everywhere in Belarus,
they believe that there are the days and actions that are most favorable
for this. Notable among them are the following: the beating of a man with
a sprig of willow enlightened on Maundy Thursday; the run (pasture) of
the animal branch of the consecrated willow by Yuriy; balayage (washout)
on Maundy Thursday; the egg wash, consecrated in the Church on Easter;
the gathering of dew (washing / wiping dew) on Yuriy. Kupala swimming
and jumping, collecting grass and throwing it over the fire are quite
popular actions of a healing-preventive nature in summer.

Protection from the evil spirits is quite common during spring and
summer periods. Apatropeic actions are different: the crosses baking and
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giving the animal to eat cookies during the first ritual pasture, pouring
a plant or parts of it on the road or sticking it in a shed under the roof,
scattering greenery around the house, nettles plugging in the gate, hanging
it in the sheds, huts. Also, according to the views of local residents, the
greenery of the spring-summer calendar holidays, in particular the
Trinity, contributes to the well-being of the household, the image of the
family, health, and even predicts the weather for summer.

Household and its signs, beliefs relate to culinary matters, construction
concerns, the arrival of the image in the house.

In the Brahin region, as in many other regions of Belarus, the table
is important. This is not surprising, because at the table, the family gets
together both to eat and also discuss the pressing problems immediately.
This is the place for the first lessons of etiquette and so-called folk wisdom
(the rules of table manners, respect for elders, relations between the
spouses, children and parents, etc.). That is why the table in the house is
put on the place of honor next to the icons. Only the owner of the house
can sit in the place of honor. They monitore closely the cleanliness of the
table, unnecessary things shouldn’t be put on it and insult it, following the
traditional behavioral rules.

The ban on eating with a knife, by the way, is very correct in view of
preserving the safety of life. The local residents explaine the appearance of
bad traits in the character and associated wealth with the pot.

On the territory of the Brahin district, there is also a number of
interesting rules regarding the broom, its observance, and its use. So,
it is believed that a broom should be placed at the doorstep; it should
not be swept after sunset, so as not to provoke trouble; it should not be
swept when guests leave, so as not to harm them; it is desirable to put a
broom with a bristle up, because this will contribute to the well-being and
protection from evil people.

Mirrors are used to be feared rather than for their own practical
purposes in the Brahin region. The material recorded on the territory
of the district suggests that this is due to mythological ideas that the
mirror is connected with the other world and the devil. That’s why it is
not advised to look in the mirror before going to sleep, they are afraid to
break it, they recommend to veil it when the deceased is in the house.
