Abstract The activities of customs bodies are one of the important elements in ensuring the national
security of Ukraine; the place of customs policy in the national security policy of Ukraine is determined by its task
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of ensuring economic interests and security of Ukraine; the customs security object is the customs interests of the
state, which provide both foreign economic and customs security, the main subject of ensuring the customs security
of Ukraine are the DFS of Ukraine.In the future, when implementing the customs policy of the state, it is necessary
to consider the activities of state bodies involved in this process, in a complex, since all government bodies in this
area are united by one goal - ensuring national and economic security of the state. Further research demands the
categories "economic security” and "customs security" and their impact on the practical activities of customs
authorities.

In the future, customs security will continue to be an integral part of the country's economic security. In
this context, the key tasks are the implementation of internationally-defined instruments for international trade
regulation based on compliance with the Framework Safety and Trade Facilitation Standards developed by the
World Customs Organization to identify and prevent internal and external threats.

In other words, Ukraine's customs security should be based on the accumulated experience of functioning
of the customs systems of the world and be a holistic dynamic system.

The priority task of the customs authorities is to protect national interests. It is advisable to take into
account the experience of the leading countries of the world, namely:- to clearly emphasize priorities in national
interests in the regulation of foreign trade; to approve the principles of reciprocity in providing foreign trade
advantages and compliance partners with the requirements of fair competition; - to provide for the possibility of
protecting national economic security through criminal, legal and administrative - legal support.

The article is dedicated to the problem of an interpretation of highlight the content of notions «the State of
law» and «the rule of law» as main determinants in the development of qualitatively different European traditions of
the supremacy of law.

United Europe is unified in its devotion to the supremacy of law as a necessary condition of preservation
and advance of shared values. However, the supremacy of law as a complex of principles, mechanisms, and
procedures is not largely heterogeneous in the European area. Basically, it is referred to different traditions of the
supremacy of law — continental and Anglo-Saxon, which at all tendencies of getting closer preserve distinguishing
signs. The frame of the meaning of the State of law (lawful state, law-based State, Rechtstaat, Etat du Droit) is a
construct that derived from the outlook from which the state has own person. It is a subject of social activity with its
own will which can claim to the representation of the will of all. The state as a person is ambivalent because it can
act under the law or distort the idea of the law.
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
