The analysis of application of legal hermeneutics in professional activity of judges is carried out. The main
purpose of the work is to study the features of judicial interpretation.

Emphasis is placed on clarifying the essence of interpretation as the content of legal hermeneutics, which is
a legal activity aimed at the formation and disclosure of their content by understanding it through interpretation
and, if necessary, explanation for other subjects.

It is established that a judge’s interpretation is always official, as its possibility is directly provided by law.
At the same time, the official judicial interpretation in terms of binding is divided into mandatory (contained
in the decisions of the Constitutional Court of Ukraine), limited mandatory (contained in the decisions
of district courts of all instances or follows from the content of the decision), recommendatory (contained in
the Conclusions Grand Chamber of the Supreme Court) and debatable (separate opinion of the judge).

It is stated that the main types of judicial interpretation are normative and casual. Considerable attention is
paid to determining the characteristics of both species through the prism of their comparison.

The conclusion is formulated that the casual judicial interpretation of legal norms in the context of their
comparison has a number of differences. In particular, first, the subjects of normative judicial interpretation
are only judges of higher judicial bodies, casual — judges of all judicial bodies; secondly, the normative
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judicial interpretation is aimed at ensuring the same understanding of the legal norm by all courts, the casual —
at the consideration and resolution of a particular court case; thirdly, normative judicial interpretation is carried
out on the basis of generalization of judicial practice, casual — during the consideration of a particular case,
during the appellate or cassation review; fourth, the results of the normative judicial interpretation apply to
an indefinite range of persons and legal relations, casual interpretation — are mandatory only for a particular

court case and for persons involved in it; fifth.
