Today's world is developing in the struggle between the ideas of people-centrism and democracy and tyranny
and despotism, which determines the need for research into the genesis of people-centrism. Human-centrism
assumes the exaltation of the role of the human factor in social processes, a person is recognized as the highest
social value, and his rights and freedoms are the main criteria for the successful functioning of the state,
whose activities should be aimed at guaranteeing the realization of individual rights. The idea of human-
centrism 1is historically determined, reflects the continuity of knowledge about this phenomenon, reflects
the development of theoretical thought in science and political and legal practice. Human rights and freedoms
characterize the history of the entire European civilization, individual freedom during the last centuries is
a certain universally recognized rule of justice of the state and society, determining as a powerful factor in
the development of the law of the Western world the legal tradition, which includes such interconnected
components as rationalism, politics, freedom, civil society, rule of law, law, natural human rights. Today,
the key marker of the distinction between Western and Eastern civilizations is precisely the Western and Eastern
legal traditions. The Eastern tradition of law among nations, groups, and ethnic groups belonging to the East
(Jewish, Chinese, Arab-Muslim, Indian, and Japanese) is characterized by the interpretation of law in a moral
and religious context, the dominance of sacred elements over secular ones, the subordination of jurisprudence
to religious needs, and the emphasis on not on the rights, but on the obligations of the participants in the legal
relationship. If for the Western legal tradition its connection with Christianity is historical, such that it is in
the past and acts mostly as an element of heritage, then in the Eastern legal tradition such a connection, even
being an element of the tradition, remains relevant and in recent years has been particularly significant system-
believing an element of the whole tradition.
