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War and Support for Democracy:
The Asymmetry of Direct Exposure and
Socialisation Effects

Abstract

Addressing theoretical debates and conflicting empirical findings on whether and how
individual-level war exposure may affect political orientations, the study statistically
tests the relationship between dif ferent types of exposure to the ongoing Donbas war
among residents of Ukraine and their support for democracy and authoritarianism, as
well as fortheir country’s membership in the EU and NATO vs. the Russia-Belarus un-
ion. Using the 2016 Ukrainian public opinion survey conducted by the Institute of So-
ciology of Ukraine’s National Academy of Sciences (N=1,802), the analysis shows
that controversies in the literature are explained, in part, if a distinction is drawn be-
tween war exposure that is direct (experienced personally ) and indirect (experienced
through socialisation). Multiple regression analysis — controlling for differences in
region, language, ethnic self-identification, gender, religion and other socio-demo-
graphic variables — reveals robust non-random but asymmetric effects of war expo-
sure on political orientations. Direct war exposure weakens support for democracy
while socialised war exposure strengthens it. Both exposure types strengthen Euro-At-
lantic geopolitical orientations. The Russian news media use weakens those orienta-
tions and reduces support for democracy.
