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Abstract

Addressing theoretical debates and conflicting empirical findings on whether and how
individual-level war exposure may affect political orientations, the study statistically
tests the relationship between dif ferent types of exposure to the ongoing Donbas war
among residents of Ukraine and their support for democracy and authoritarianism, as
well as fortheir country’s membership in the EU and NATO vs. the Russia-Belarus un-
ion. Using the 2016 Ukrainian public opinion survey conducted by the Institute of So-
ciology of Ukraine’s National Academy of Sciences (N=1,802), the analysis shows
that controversies in the literature are explained, in part, if a distinction is drawn be-
tween war exposure that is direct (experienced personally ) and indirect (experienced
through socialisation). Multiple regression analysis — controlling for differences in
region, language, ethnic self-identification, gender, religion and other socio-demo-
graphic variables — reveals robust non-random but asymmetric effects of war expo-
sure on political orientations. Direct war exposure weakens support for democracy
while socialised war exposure strengthens it. Both exposure types strengthen Euro-At-
lantic geopolitical orientations. The Russian news media use weakens those orienta-
tions and reduces support for democracy.

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Research Question and Significance

It is argued that wars reoccur once they break out because they undermine
democratic governance within affected states — a pervasive condition known as
“the conflict trap” [Collier et al., 2003; Collier, 2007]. Yet, existing studies dis-
agree on the crucial behavioural micro-foundations: Why does exposure to war
violence increase support for democratic governance among some individuals,
but reduce it among others? The underlying debates speak to mainstream so-
cial-psychological theories. On the one hand, findings of war exposure fostering
political intolerance and authoritarianism [ Dyrstad, 2013; Hutchison, 2014] are
consistent with arguments that war-induced stress and trauma harden antago-
nistic group identities (in line with social identity theory, e. g.: [ Tajfel, Turner,
1986; Duckitt, Fisher, 2003]). On the other hand, findings that war victims —
even in extremely brutal conflicts — are more likely to participate constructively
in democratic institutions [ Blattman, 2009] resonate with arguments that war-
related traumas engender resilience and facilitate personal growth, including
warmer interpersonal relationships, openness to new opportunities and social
tolerance [ Davis, Nolen-Hoeksema, 2001; Tedeschi, Calhoun, 2004].

In addition, we face a major knowledge gap regarding war effects on individ-
ual political orientations. Existing findings have been obtained with the data
from internal (civil) wars. But what if war is attributed primarily to external ag-
gression? And what if the war is viewed as a part of a geopolitical competition be-
tween democracies and authoritarian states? An important literature in political
science suggests that these external factors at a minimum need to be considered
[Mearsheimer, 2001] and could be decisive if the intergroup bias logic translates
to the international level [ Mercer, 2010].

The present study investigates these questions in Ukraine. Significant popu-
lations have been exposed to war over the Donbas region that has claimed close to
10,000 people dead and nearly 23,000 injured since April 2014!. OSCE reports on
casualties continue almost daily. Surveys — including those conducted by the In-
stitute of Sociology of the NAS of Ukraine — also show that Ukraine’s residents
attribute the war to different causes: emphasising Russia’s intervention, domes-
tic insurgency or both. These conditions give us an opportunity to assess how
various degrees of war exposure vs. non-exposure, war attribution to external vs.
domestic causes, as well as regional differences and socio-demographic attributes
of respondents may affect support for democratic institutions and values at the
individual level.

War Exposure: Unpacking Direct and Indirect Effects
on Political Orientations

This study asks whether at least a part of the answer to the war effects puzzle
comes from the nature of the war exposure. The existing analyses focus predomi-
nantly on what could be defined as direct war exposure. The principal measure of
war exposure in the literature is residence within a certain radius of combat ac-

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tion — typically around 30—100 kilometres [Bakke, O’Loughlin, Ward, 2009;
Lyall, Blaire, Imai, 2013; Dyrstad, 2013]. Other measures include loss of family
members and close friends [Dyrstad, 2013] and post-traumatic stress [ Karam,
Ghosn, 2003; Dyrstad, 2013]. While accounting for geography, personal loss and
psychology, these measures emphasise direct and strong war exposure.

While capturing these aspects of war exposure is important, taking them into
account has come short of explaining the war-democracy puzzle. As a step in that
direction, the present study differentiates more specifically between war exposure
that is direct (experienced personally) and indirect (experienced through sociali-
sation or networking). The former is defined as participating in combat, assisting
combatants or witnessing combat directly. The latter is defined as having one’s
family members, friends, co-workers, acquaintances or people any of them know as
combatants or their assistants. The 2016 Ukrainian public opinion survey data
from the Institute of Sociology (National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine) show
how socialisation stands to magnify war exposure and its putative effects through-
outasociety (see Figure 1) — raising the question of whether this broadening of ex-
posure amplifies the same war effects or somehow transforms them in the process.

Direct and Indirect Effects of War Exposure

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As Figure 1 shows, the share of respondents who reported direct war expo-
sure as a combatant, combatant assistant or combat witness in any location
within Ukraine in a nationally representative survey sample was marginal — at
about 4.3 percent of the sample (more specifically, of 1,718 respondents out of the
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total sample of 1,802 who answered the relevant question). However, we can also
see how each layer of socialisation broadens war exposure. About 10.3 percent of
respondents told us that they had close family members — parents, children or
siblings — who were combatants or assisted combatants in the Donbas war. If one
considers having other relatives in those roles, the share of respondents exposed
to war rises to nearly 20 percent, having friends and neighbours in those roles —
to about 35 percent, acquaintances — to about 45 percent and people known
through relatives and friends — to 58 percent.

In this study we also tracked another measure that amplifies indirect war expo-
sure — namely, the kind of people with whom respondents reported discussing the
war and its effects on a regular basis. Specifically, we asked respondents if they dis-
cussed the war with their relatives, friends, co-workers, neighbours, strangers or
with no one — with the option to select as many categories as it was applicable. This
measure shows that about 21 percent of 1,802 respondents who answered the ques-
tion (the entire sample) discussed the war with at least one category of other peo-
ple and nearly 60 percent discussed the war with three categories of other people.
Overall, responses to this question gives us a proxy for the degree of a respondents’
socialisation or networking on war issues regardless of whether they were directly
involved in or witnessed combat or knew other people who did it.

An examination of the binary correlation matrix between each of those mea-
sures of exposure and socialisation showed that the biggest dividing line ran be-
tween those respondents who experienced the war directly and those who did
not. Though some differences were observable within the indirect exposure
group (notably, those who knew family members involved in the war were some-
what more distinct than others), they were not as strong or consistent as the dif-
ferences between direct and indirect exposure groups.

This distinction makes sense from a theoretical standpoint, considering the
well-documented social and psychological effects of combat on individuals — in-
cluding statistically significant differences in the amount of post-traumatic
stress symptoms by those who lived in the proximity to the war zone in the
Donbas region and those who did not, based on the same 2016 survey data. Ac-
cording to Dembitskii, compared to the rest of the sample, 33.2 percent more re-
spondents directly exposed to combat reported being nervous when left alone, 32
percent more reported being “tense or wound up” and about 29 percent more said
they could not trust other people [Dembitskii, 2017]. As Dyrstad found in
Bosnia, Croatiain Kosovo in the early 2000s, similar manifestations of post-trau-
matic stress were one of the most robust correlates of support for authoritarian-
ism in each country [ Dyrstad, 2013]. The narrowing down of cognitive and emo-
tional tolerance is a clear psychological mechanism, potentially amplified by
other factors, including, for example, a heightened sense of social injustice (an is-
sue typical of problems experienced by war veterans worldwide and specifically
in present-day Ukraine).

At the same time, as Tedeschi and Calhoun noted [ Tedeschi, Calhoun, 2004],
experiencing traumatic stress does not necessarily have to translate into political
intolerance, given that individuals may also rebound through personal reassess-
ment and post-traumatic growth.

One aspect that previous research studies have not assessed systematically is
the role of socialisation in processing and /or transmitting war exposure effects.
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Significant literary sources — counting, for instance, seminal studies by Putnam
on social capital [Putnam, 2000] and Pettigrew and Tropp’s definitive meta-
analysis of peer-reviewed journal publications on the social contact theory
[ Pettigrew, Tropp, 2006] — indicate that experiencing the war through conver-
sations (and, therefore, contact with other people) is likely to modify the sub-
stantive effect of war stories. In particular, it is possible that given the level of in-
terest in war-related violence, the ensuing social contact would be conducive to
building social capital, which in its own right stands to engender more benign, in-
clusive and tolerant views.

Simultaneously considering those literary sources would corroborate the
initial empirical findings showing that the biggest dividing line with respect to
support for democracy would be between those with direct vs. socialised war ex-
posure. One may hypothesise that among the former, support for democracy is
likely to be weaker than on average, but among the latter it may not necessarily be
weaker or stronger.

Confounding Correlates

While binary correlations are important to consider, they are insufficient as a
test of hypotheses because they do not enable one to control for simultaneous ef-
fects of other variables that may potentially explain the same relationships (and
for that reason they are not reported here). Specifically concerning war exposure
in the context of Ukraine, this study examines the effect of several potential cor-
relates on support for democracy. Cross tabulations of typically significant
socio-demographic control variables revealed both significant similarities and
differences between the direct and indirect war exposure groups (see Figure 2).
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The two groups are for the most part similar when it comes to ethnic
self-identification (both are over 80 percent Ukrainian), education (close to or
slightly above 40 percent in both groups have college experience), income (just
over 40 percent in each group fall into the mid-low category) and age (about
45-50 percent of both groups are in the mid-range 30—55-year-old cohort). But
they differ markedly in the region of residence, language use, religious affiliation
with the Orthodox Christian Church under the Kyiv Patriarchate, and, to a
lesser extent, gender (most of those who had direct exposure are predictably
males). The latter are important factors to consider and the data particularly sug-
gest they need to be held constant (controlled) when the impact of different
types of war exposure is analysed.

In addition, our theoretical consideration spelled out in the round-table dis-
cussion means two more factors need to be controlled — assessment of the role of
Russian intervention in the Donbas war and reliance on the Russian media as a
news source. The next point is the explanation of how each of the key variables is
measured with the available survey data and how their relationships are analysed
to account for the impact of confounding factors.

The Data, the Variables and Methods of Analysis

The data came from the nationwide public opinion survey of 1,802 respon-
dents conducted in July 2016 by the Institute of Sociology of the NAS of Ukraine
among adult residents of Ukraine using multistage probability sampling and a
combination of face-to-face interview with filling out the questionnaire in writ-
ing. Asapart of this study — based on the standard set of social attitudes monitor-
ing questions asked annually or biannually and consistent with the European So-
cial Survey (e. g.: [Golovakha, Gorbachyk, 2014] — a block of questions was
added assessing the respondents’ war exposure, social contact on war-related is-
sues and the Russian media use.

The Dependent Variable: Support for Democracy. Seven survey items
were used as indicators of support or opposition regarding democratic values and
institutions. The first three were based on how important to themselves person-
ally on a five-point scale from “1” (completely unimportant) to “5” (very impor-
tant) respondents found the following: (1) “democratic development of our
country;” (2) “opportunity to express political and other opinion without worry-
ing about personal freedom;” and (3) “possibility of criticism and democratic
checks on government policy decisions.” The fourth controlled for authoritarian
preferences with a binary variable based on whether respondents agreed or dis-
agreed with the statement: “A few strong leaders can do more for this country
than all the laws and deliberations.”

The remaining three dummy variables probed the geopolitical dimension of
democratic orientation and were based on whether respondents viewed posi-
tively or negatively the ideas of Ukraine’s joining a union with authoritarian
Russia and Belarus, the fundamentally democratic European Union or the pre-
dominantly democratic transatlantic military alliance (NATO). The inclusion of
these measures also allows us to examine whether domestic political and geo-
political orientations relate to war exposure in the same way.
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The Principal Explanatory Variables: War Exposure and Networking.
Based on theoretical considerations and examination of correlation matrices, sur-
vey questions were recoded to obtain war exposure measures. Direct war exposure
was measured as a binary variable distinguishing between those who reported
spending any amount of time as a participant in war fighting, as an assistant to the
combatants or as a witness of military action (84 out of 1,718 respondents who an-
swered the question in the affirmative were coded as “1”, the rest as “0”).

Two measures of indirect war exposure were computed to better comply with
the requirements of different statistical models used in the analysis. The first one
isan additive scale from 0 to 8 based on two questions with four sub-items each —
the first asking if one’s (1) close relatives; (2) other family members; (3) friends,
neighbours or co-workers; (4) or other acquaintances were among the combat-
ants in any part of Ukraine, and the second asking if each of the same four catego-
ries of people were among the combatant assistants. The second variable was cal-
culated asabinary, simply distinguishing between respondents who reported any
form of indirect exposure to war and respondents who reported none. In addition,
adummy variable was included as a proxy for social contact effects distinguishing
between respondents who discussed the war with other people and respondents
who did not.

Control Variables. To account for the impact of war perceptions, two binary
variables were used. The first one which measured characterisation of the war as a
predominantly external vs. internal was based on the question: “Against whom do
you believe the Ukrainian forces (the army, the National Guard, the police, the
State Security Service and others) fight for the most part in Donbas? (Please select
one option from the list.)” Respondents who picked the options “against local re-
bels financed, armed and guided from Russia,” “against the Russian mercenaries
(local or foreign fighting for money) who are supported by Russia” or “ against the
regular Russian armed forces” were coded as “1” and the rest as “0.”! The second
measure identified respondents (coded as “1”, the rest as “0”) who marked Russiaas
the “location of information sources, from which I get the news.”

Socio-demographic characteristics were controlled with variables identifying
respondents as male or female, employed or unemployed, using the Ukrainian or
the Russian language to complete the survey questionnaire, residingin a city orina
rural area, identifying oneself as an ethnic Ukrainian or Russian, belonging to the
Orthodox Church of the Kyiv Patriarchate and considering oneself to be a winner
or a loser from “the events of 2014” (notably including the Euromaidan Revolu-
tion, the Crimea annexation and the start of war in Donbas). Also, education level
(primary, secondary or higher) and age (based on six cohorts) were controlled.

Methods of Analysis. Two types of regression analysis were used to empiri-
cally estimate the impact of each of the explanatory and control variables on the
dependent variables according to convention. For the continuous (scale) depend-
ent variables (importance of democracy, freedom of expression and checks on gov-
ernment decisions) the ordinary least squares (OLS) method was used. For the bi-
nary (dummy) dependent variables (all the rest) logistic regression analysis was

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used. The author used the first differences procedure — estimates of the effects of a
one-unit change in the explanatory variable on the probability of change in the
outcome variable — to empirically assess how war exposure relates to support for
democracy. These differences were estimated only for variables found to be statis-
tically significant (non-randomly related) at a 95 percent confidence level by stan-
dard measures of significance for both types of regression models.

Key Findings

The biggest findings from the regression analysis — which held also after nu-
merous robustness checks with different specifications of the dependent and in-
dependent variables — is that direct and indirect (networked or socialisation-
based) war exposure have diametrically opposite and for the most part significant
effects on domestic political system orientation, but the same effects on geo-
political orientations.

Looking first at the domestic policy preferences, as shown in Figure 3, we see
that direct war exposure decreased the probability of a respondent’s believing de-
mocracy as amodel of development, freedom of expression and checks on govern-
ment to be important by about 7-9 percent, all other variables being equal. We
find no significant relationship between direct war exposure and support for the
rule of strong leaders above laws and institutions. Instead, we find that discussing
the war with other people non-randomly increased support for democracy, free-
dom of expression and checks on government to about the same degree, while in-
direct war exposure also increased the likelihood of one’s opposition to a strong-
man’s rule (or authoritarianism).!

With the exception of the perceived nature of the war, no control variable was
significantly related to more than one of the outcome variables. Importantly, war
exposure measures were statistically significant correlates of political orientation
even when one or several of the control variables also mattered. For example, sup-
port for democracy as a development path for Ukraine was significantly stronger
among respondents who saw Russia as the principal enemy in the Donbas war and
who identified themselves as ethnic Ukrainians and members of the Orthodox
Church of Kyiv Patriarchate. Those factors were important, as well as direct and
indirect exposure, albeit pointing in different directions. Perhaps most impres-
sively, indirect war exposure was positively associated with opposition to authori-
tarianism while all the significant control variables were associated with support
for it. One alarming finding in this regard is that support for strong leaders as op-
posed to laws and rules was particularly strong in Ukraine’s West, where we also
find the strongest popular support for Ukraine’s joining the EU, which needs dis-
tinctly the rejection of authoritarianism. This paradox may partially relate to the
finding that perception of Russia as the principal enemy is connected significantly
with support for democracy in general, but at the same time with support for strong
rulers. This could well reflect the perception that defeating a militarily superior ad-
versary requires authoritarian mobilisation. However, since democracy is what is
defended against such an adversary, its general idea (but not specific freedoms)
also relate positively to the sense of external threat.

Now turning to geopolitical orientations, Figure 4 shows that any kind of war
exposure has similar effects when those effects are statistically significant. One
small distinction that may be worth a more detailed examination is that support
for joining the EU and NATO is significantly related to indirect war exposure
while opposition to joining the Russia-Belarus union is not. However, the former
is not significantly related to direct war exposure, but the latter is. Here we also
see that characterisation of the Donbas war as external (through identifying Rus-
sia as the key adversary) translates into both support for the NATO and EU
membership and opposition to the Russia-Belarus union membership. The re-
sults also indicate that the influence of the Russia-based media outlets is signifi-

As a basis for assessing the impact of change in the independent variable on probability of
change in the dependent variable in Figure 3, standardised regression coefficients were used
for OLS analysis and 1/10 of Exponent B were used for logit.

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cant and pulls in the opposite direction. Language use comes through as a consis-
tent marker of geopolitical orientations. One potentially alarming result to
watch in the future is that association of the sense of personal loss from 2014
events translates into a greater likelihood of opposition to Ukraine’s joining the
EU and NATO — which means that if the negative retrospective evaluation of
the Euromaidan revolution spreads, popular support for Ukraine’s European ori-
entation is likely to diminish. On the other hand, taking into account the logi-
cally obvious nature of this relationship, it may be surprising that the analysis did
not reveal even strong effects of the 2014 retrospective on future geopolitical ori-
entations, given massive economic hardships experienced by most Ukrainians, as
well as war-related traumas.

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Conclusions

From the standpoint of theory development, the most valuable finding here
is that the distinction between direct and indirect war exposure matters and
could potentially explain the controversies in the existing literature on how war
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may shape political orientations. In addition to the starkly contrasting findings
showing how direct exposure relates to democratic preferences negatively, but
indirect exposure relates to them positively, it is also important to remember that
in regression models the impact of each independent variable on the outcome
variable is estimated while the effect of all other variables is held constant. This
means that by including both direct and indirect exposure measures in the same
models, we have effectively tested not only how other factors may impact or com-
pound war exposure effects, but whether direct and indirect effects still hold
while each is controlled. Therefore, since both direct and indirect effects on de-
mocracy orientations turned out to be significant in the same models, it is a fur-
ther indication of their robustness and independence of each other. It means that
they have different micro-foundations, or perceptual and behavioural drivers.
This could be explained with reference to the literature on post-traumatic stress,
intolerance and injustice, on the one hand, and to the works on social capital and
social contact, on the other hand. But the explanations may also lie elsewhere.
Identifying and pinpointing them could be a rewarding and illuminating line of
further research, to which the current study opens the gate.

From the standpoint of practical sociopolitical implications, the findings in-
dicate that the continuation and broadening of military conflict may undermine
public support for precisely those political values that are coterminous with
membership in the international institutions where Ukraine’s public and leaders
by and large see their future. The results show that the development of these con-
tradictory trends is of particular concern in Ukraine’s western regions. By exten-
sion also, the findings suggest, among other things, that developing more public
socialisation opportunities for the Donbas war veterans — and particularly for
those who were not involved in the war themselves but had significant indirect
exposure — is an important mission if the negative impacts of war exposure are to
be mitigated and overcome.
