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ACCESS TO JUSTICE FOR WOMEN AND MEDIATION IN FAMILY
DISPUTES: INTERDEPENDENCE OF INSTRUMENTS ON THE EXAMPLE
OF TURKEY AND SOME EUROPEAN COUNTRIES

Abstract. In the current context of increasingly complex family legal relations
and a growing number of legal claims, traditional justice systems are increasingly
finding themselves unable to respond effectively to citizens' needs. These challenges
are particularly evident in the field of family justice, where formalized court procedures
are often lengthy, costly, and insufficiently sensitive to the gender and social aspects
of family conflicts. In this context, there is a growing need to find alternative dispute
resolution mechanisms that can provide a more accessible, comprehensive, and party-
centered approach.

This study analyzes women's access to family justice in Turkey and assesses the
potential of family mediation as an alternative means of resolving family disputes.
Turkey is considered a prime example of a country where, despite the formal
enshrinement of the principle of equality between women and men in family law,
deeply rooted structural, socio-economic, and cultural barriers remain, limiting
women's ability to exercise their legal rights. The lack of a comprehensive legal
framework for family mediation, as well as limited public understanding and trust in
this institution, complicate its practical application, while creating space for scientific
reflection and legal reform.

The article provides a comprehensive analysis of the Turkish family court system,
focusing on institutional, economic, and cultural barriers that affect women's access to
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justice in family matters. Particular attention is paid to the intersectional approach,
which allows for the interaction of gender with factors such as social class, region of
residence, ethnic and religious identity, which shape different experiences of accessing
the legal system. The aim of the study is to identify and evaluate specific models and
practices of family mediation that could be adapted to the Turkish socio-legal context
in order to expand women's access to fair, safe, and effective resolution of family
disputes, as well as to promote gender equality and social cohesion.
