Starting from 24 February 2022, the Argentine Republic has sent to Ukraine
nine humanitarian cargo shipments. During his meeting with the representa-
tives of the Embassy of Ukraine in Buenos Aires, Santiago Cafiero, Minister of
Foreign Affairs, International Trade and Worship of the Argentine Republic,
stated that ‘Argentina is firmly dedicated to humanitarian aid, not only in terms
of government institutions but also in terms of the civil society because our peo-
ple are always willing to lend a helping hand. Our country is one of the few that
have managed to deliver humanitarian aid to the territory of Ukraine since the
first day and that speaks volumes of our society, which has also been dedicated
to that goal and together with the Ministry facilitated its realisation’

It is important to note that the Argentine Republic voted in favour of all of the
following resolutions of the UN General Assembly:

2 March 2022 - ‘Aggression against Ukraine’s

24 March 2022 - ‘Humanitarian consequences of the aggression against
Ukraine’;

7 April 2022 - ‘Suspension of the rights of membership of the Russian Feder-
ation in the Human Rights Council’;

12 October 2022 - “Territorial integrity of Ukraine: defending the principles
of the Charter of the United Nations.



Statement by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, International Trade and
Worship six months after the beginning of the Russian invasion of Ukraine

Wednesday, 24 August 2022

Six months after the beginning of the Russian invasion of Ukraine, the Ar-
gentine Republic, faithful to the fundamental principles of international co-ex-
istence, reaffirms its decisive renunciation of the use of armed force and deeply
regrets the escalation and continuity of the conflict. Just long-term decisions
may only be reached through dialogue and mutual obligations, which would
ensure the desired peaceful co-existence. Therefore, we call upon all parties to
advance diplomatic negotiations, which will enable them to reach a political
decision for the sake of the maintenance of international peace and security.

As it did previously at the United Nations General Assembly and Human
Rights Council, Argentina stresses the necessity of conducting those negotia-
tions in unconditional compliance with all the principles enshrined in the UN
Charter with no ambiguity or unequal emphasis and with the spirit of total re-
spect for international law, the sovereignty of states and their territorial integri-
ty, peaceful settlement of disputes and profound respect for human rights.

Furthermore, Argentina reaffirms its commitment and trust in the mecha-
nisms of international partnership under the UN auspices towards seeking the
methods of the conflict’s resolution. Further escalation of the war impedes the
fulfilment of the urgent goal of preserving lives. Therefore, it is vital that all
engaged parties exercise utmost judgement and contribute to the de-escalation
of the conflict in all its aspects in order to guarantee peace and comprehensive
security for all people.
