THE GRATITUDE TO ALMA MATER

Abstract. Mykola Makarevych graduated from the International Law Department of the
Law Faculty of Taras Shevchenko State University of Kyiv in 1966, becoming part of the first
cohort of international law specialists. At that time, few institutions provided opportunities
to apply this knowledge. Therefore, after a brief stint at the Kyiv Komsomol Committee, he
started his career in the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. He worked in different positions in var-
ious organisations, including as an Attache of the Protocol-Consular Department, Deputy
Minister of Foreign Affairs for the Ukrainian SSR, at the Permanent Mission of Ukraine to
the UN, as an Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of Ukraine to Austria and
Estonia, and as a Permanent Representative of Ukraine to international organisations in
Vienna.

Mykola Makarevych’s memories encompass his rich professional journey and numerous
encounters with prominent personalities. Most vividly remembered are the meetings with
members of the National Writers’ Union of Ukraine who participated in sessions of the UN
General Assembly. He had the honour of working with such distinguished writers as Oles
Honchar, Borys Oliinyk, Pavlo Zahrebelnyi, Yurii Mushketyk, Rostyslav Bratun, Mykola
Vinhranovskyi, Roman Ivanychuk, Roman Lubkivskyi, and Roman Fedoriv, assisting them
in adapting to American society.

Makarevych fondly recalled his work in Vienna, where he served as Permanent Repre-
sentative of Ukraine to international organisations such as the IAEA, UNIDO, UN Office,
Wassenaar Arrangement, OSCE, Advisory Committee of the Treaty on Open Skies, and
Advisory Committee of the Treaty on Conventional Armed Forces in Europe.

As Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of Ukraine to Austria, he developed
bilateral relations between the regions of Ukraine and Austria, contributing to the instal-
lation of monuments and plaques for prominent Ukrainians. Furthermore, he actively
worked on honouring Ukrainian-Estonian cultural ties in Estonia.

Mykola Makarevych expressed sincere gratitude to his alma mater — Taras Shevchenko
State University of Kyiv, which marked the beginning of his successful life path and provid-
ed numerous opportunities.
