The features of the governance of Byzantium on the Lower Danube and the spread of the
political and economic influence in the region of the Galician princes for the period from the
decline of the First Bulgarian Tsardom to the restoration of the Second Bulgarian Tsardom are
considered in the article.

Auhtor deliberately chose the memoirs of an ordinary
woman, not an outstanding person, to give an attempt to look at the described phenomenon of
hinterland from the perspective of the average human being. What is more, female witness could
give a different impression of the war than the male one. That is why, world seen from woman’s
perspective, especially traveling woman, reveals a bit neglected view on the point, how the
inhabintants of Galicia were treated by Austria-Hungarian authorities at the end of Great War.
