Ivan PASLAVSKYI. GALICIA-VOLHYNIA IN THE EASTERN POLITICS
OF POPE INNOCENT III (1198-1216)

The article examines the politics of Pope Innocent III concerning Galicia-Volhynia
in the first two decades of its existence (1198—1216). The author confirms the opinion
of the researchers who argue that Innocent III sent the ambassadors to Prince Roman
Mstyslavovych, the founder of the united Galicia-Volhynia, for his coronation (ca. 1204). It
is proved that the idea of the rise of Galicia and Volhynia, united into one state, to kingdom
belongs to Roman Mstyslavych himself. Only his son, Danylo Romanovych, managed to
implement it (1253). This idea consolidated the concept of the “Kingdom of Galicia and
Lodomeria” (Regnum Galiciae et Lodomeriae) in the legal and political system of the West.
This greatly raised the prestige of the state, compared to the status of the principality, not
only in Europe, but also in the post-Kyivan geopolitical space.

Andrii STASIUK. RUTHENIA VICARIATE OF THE ORDER OF FRIARS
MINOR: INITIAL ORGANIZATION IN 1370-1387

The article analyzes the initial stage of organization of the Ruthenia missionary
vicariate of the Order of Friars Minor (Lat. Ordo Fratrum Minorum — hereinafter OFM).
Owing to the all-round support of the Roman Church, sovereigns, nobility and bourgeois
of the Latin rite, the Ruthenian Franciscans’ centers from the beginning of the 70s of XIV
cent. expanded dynamic activities. Mainly, the Friars Minor’s missions were aimed at ex-
tension and consolidation of the catholic communities of Galicia, Podolia, Lower Dunabe
and Lithuania. According to the list of the Rus’ vicariate, known from the second half of
XIV cent., such mission administration consisted of 13 representations. During the initial
organization of the vicariate, not all Franciscan manors were reorganized to permanent
convents, and a large number of them ceased to exist. The dwellers of Lviv and Przemysl
achieved especial development among Minorites’ conventions of the vicariate of Ruthenia,
where in 1385 the government of guardsman was operating. Along with that, the vigorous
activity of the Rus’ Minorites made a rapid contribution to the formation of the conditions
for the vicariate administrative separation into two separate custodians.

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Volodymyr ALEKSANDROVYCH. LVIV ENVIRONMENT OF PAINTERS
OF WEST-EUROPEAN CULTURAL AND HISTORICAL GENEALOGY IN THE
17 CENTURY

This paper presents published materials, which were agglomerated in the process
of systematic investigation of archival sources of Lviv about masters of painting of Latin
cultural environment of XVII century, that consisted of artists of Polish origin as well as of
single natives from Western Europe and the Armenians, which became part of this group
starting since the last third of the XVI century. Conscientious research of the main part of
survived act and other kind of written sources allowed to expand knowledge about some
painters substantially, clarify the details about them, replenish their personal membership, set
right a lot of myths and mistakes, which were widespread in the literature and reveal those
persons, who were classified as the part of this focus group wrongly. Processed materials
have witnessed the existence of exceptionally colorful state of professional environment
as well as the presence of a lot of masters in Lviv, some of which arrived here externally
and were in force in this town for a short time and availability of persons, who in spite of
they were out of Lviv origin, were fixed accidentally.

Myron KAPRAL’. ORGANIZATION OF LAICSAND CHURCHAUTHORI-
TIES IN THE 18 CENTURY: LVIV EPIPHANY BROTHERHOOD IN RELA-
TIONSHIP WITH HIERARCHS AND PRIESTS

The article explores relationship of the laic organization (the Lviv Epiphany brother-
hood) in the 18" century with church authorities. Unlike well-known Lviv Stauropegian
confraternity, the Epiphany brotherhood subjected to direct power of Lviv bishop. The
brotherhood has main relationship with the vicar (‘namisnyk’) who solved different conflict
situations. Correlation of the fraternity with church priests consisted on the basis of patron-
age law, on which the laics reserve for themselves main matters with assets, management
of the school and hospital.

Ihor RAIKIVSKYIL. RELATIONS BETWEEN THE UKRAINIAN ACTIV-
ISTS OF GALICIA AND DNIEPER UKRAINE IN THE AUSTRIAN PERIOD
(19TH - EARLY 20TH CENTURY)

The article highlights the relations between the Ukrainian activists of Galicia and the
activists of the Ukrainian territory that belonged to the Russian Empire in the 19th — early
20th century. Particular attention is paid to the idea that Galicia was an integral part of the
Rutheno-Ukrainian ethnic space in the works of the Dnieper researchers and the direct
relations of the Ukrainian intellectuals on both sides of the Austro-Russian border, which
were initiated on a more or less regular basis in the 1830—1840’s. The tendency toward the
activation of the Dnieper-Galician relations began in the early 1860’s, which was associated
with anti-Ukrainian repressions by Russian tsarism and the transformation of the Austrian
Galicia, with its constitutional possibilities into the center of the all-Ukrainian movement.
P. Kulish, M. Drahomanov, M. Hrushevskyi on the part of Dnieper Ukraine and I. Franko,
O. Barvinskyi and others on the part of Galicia had the most important influence on the
development of the idea of all-Ukrainian national unity.

Yaroslav HLYSTIUK. POLITICIZATION OF UKRAINIAN YOUTH AND
REFORMS IN THE GENERAL GREEK CATHOLIC SEMINARY IN LVIV AT
THE BEGINNING OF THE 20 CENTURY

The General Greek-Catholic Seminary in Lviv in 1848—1914 was the main educational
institution of Greek-Catholic clergy in Austrian Galicia during the of the X VIII — beginning
of the XX century. The educational system of the Seminary had three main parts: spiritual
formation, discipline training and studies. The paper analizes the reforms in the General
Greek Catholic Seminary in Lviv at the beginning of the XX century. That reform had been
conducted during the presidential periods of Hryhoriy Khomyshyn, Josyf Zhuk and Josyf
Botsian in the seminary. Monthly examinations were introduced into the seminary; interior
design was modernized, and theological library collection was growing. Introduction of
strict discipline requirements has met, however, with a growing resistance of the youth that
was becoming increasingly politicized. New Latin spiritual practices also alienated edu-
cated strata of the local Ukrainian society. The student initiatives contributed significantly
to further reforms in the seminary, and were instrumental in modernization of theological
education in Greek-Catholic Church.

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Ivan PATER. THE GALICIANS’ EDUCATIONAL WORK AMONG THE
UKRAINIAN PRISONERS OF THE RUSSIAN ARMY IN THE CAMPS OF
AUSTRIA-HUNGARY AND GERMANY (1914-1918)

The article examines systematic and multifaceted work of the Union for the Libera-
tion of Ukraine on the selection of Ukrainians among the captives of the Russian army into
separate camps. It has been shown that in the camps the staff of the ULU had talks and
lectures on various current and historical topics, organizing new courses for the illiterate,
libraries with Ukrainian studies literature. The article focuses on the establishment of the
ULU Central Body in Berlin, which selected Ukrainian captives for camps in Germany.

It analyzes national and cultural activities conducted in the camps for the Ukrainian
captives by the ULU educational departments — the establishment of schools, libraries,
reading rooms, choirs, orchestras, educational courses, drama clubs, sports and military
societies, the construction of churches, the establishment of aid offices, co-operative stores,
printing houses, the publication of the camp press, the creation of Ukrainian communities.

The article explores cultural and educational work of the Galician intelligentsia
among the Ukrainian captives in the camps of Austria-Hungary and Germany, their role
in awakening and raising the national consciousness of the captives, the formation of the
Sirozhupannyky and Syniozhupannyky divisions for the protection of the Ukrainian state.

This article deals with such aspect of the material life of the Galician Ukrainian
inhabitants of the interwar period as clothing. The First World War and the decade after
it radically transformed the philosophy of human existentialism, according to which the
role and place of a human being in the surrounding world and its outlook, attitude towards
women and their place in society, social and wealth status, etc., has been changed. Accord-
ingly, bourgeois clothing, as a reflection of an important part of human individuality, has

also undergone a categorical change. They relate, first of all, to the forms and varieties of
clothing, where the old ones were rejected or changed, and, according to the requirements
of time, new ones were introduced. The set of bourgeois clothing “got rid” of inappropri-
ate remnants (cylinder, corset, maximum length of dresses, bulky female hats), instead
replenished with linen, knitwear, sportswear, business, casual clothes.

Pavio ARTYMYSHYN. ORANGE REVOLUTION IN UKRAINE AND RUS-
SIA (ON THE PROBLEM OF THE RUSSIAN FACTOR’S AVAILABILITY IN
THE UKRAINE’S 2004 PRESIDENTIAL ELECTIONS)

This paper presents the study of Russian influence on the course of the 2004 presi-
dential elections in Ukraine as well as of the reaction to it of the Ukrainian political and
civil society. It is alleged that this factor took place both during the election campaign of
presidential candidates and during the Orange Revolution, including the official visits of
Russian politicians to Ukraine and informal speeches at rallies. It is observed that when
one of candidates V. Yanukovych was supported by the Russian government, which con-
sidered him as the prospective adherent of the pro-Russian policy, at the same time as when
V. Yushchenko was supported by representatives of the Russian democratic opposition,
in particular by B. Nemtsov and I. Khakamada. It is noticed that when part of Ukrainians,
which supported V. Yanukovych, perceived Russia as a potential ally and so-called “de-
fender” of the West in these events, Orange Maidan activists were abused by such both

open and hidden Kremlin’s support of one of the candidates and they considered a direct
interference in the internal affairs of Ukraine in these incidents.

Thor CHORNOVOL. A CASE STUDY OF REGIONAL APPROACH TO
THE HISTORY OF GALICIA: HOW THE DISTRICT OF PUSTOMYTY WAS
FORMED, 1782-2004

Pustomyty, a village up to 1939, a town since 1988, is the current center of the admin-
istrative district adjacent to the city of Lviv from east and south. Approaching the formation
of the Pustomyty district’s territory from the point of view of the regional history the author
suggested his own sample of the administrative division’s history of Galicia, a former
Austro-Hungarian province (Konigreich Galicien und Lodomerien): from the Lviv Kreis
(1782-1866), later Lviv Bezirk (powiat, 1867—-1939) of the Austro-Hungarian Monarchy
and interwar Polish Republic to the Sokilnyky (1939-1941, 1944—1945) and Pustomyty
(since 1945) Districts of Lviv oblast’ of the Soviet Union and independent Ukraine. The
publication of the original document from the State Archive of Lviv oblast’ on a sharp con-
flict among the communist management of the Sokilnyky District concerning the transfer
of the administrative center from Sokilnyky to Pustomyty (1945) concluded the article.

VIRONMENT. TO PORTRAIT OF PUBLIC NOTICE OF THE 16th CENTURY
The city office environment was favorable for illegal actions, because the scriveners
worked with important documents that needed special attention, and with people, therefore,
they were given the opportunity to abuse their position. The prevalent crime in the offices was
the falsification of documents, as mechanical errors and deliberate intervention into the text.
Rarely the clerks acted as members of serious criminal offenses, such as murder,
robbery, theft, and so on. Also, atypical and rare atrocities involved rape. The published
document from the book of the Lviv consistory court in 1543 allows to get acquainted with
one of these cases, where the public notary Stanislav was appealed. However, the filed claim
does not contain any detailed crime history, nor information on further punishment of theclerk.
